Directions to flying sites:

Portland
The flying site is in the northwest corner of East Delta Park.  Take Exit 307 
(both northbound and southbound) from Interstate 5 and follow the signs 

to Delta Park.

Roseburg
Church on the Rise is at 3500 N.E. Diamond Lake Blvd. Turn into the 

church driveway, drive past the church up the hill behind the recreation 
center building.

Eagle Point
From Medford, take Highway 62 north to Highway 140, turn right and 

drive 3.5 miles. Turn right on East Antelope Road, drive past Stone Ridge 
Golf Course, turn right into Agate Skyways.
