The original JC Yates Madman kit (Burbank Models, 1948) was 49" wingspan and powered by 
an Orwick 64.  We have photo proof that JC Yates built a larger version of his Madman, also 
about 1948.  Plans were drawn up by Don Hutchinson, and were approved by PAMPA for Old 
Time Stunt.  The "Super" spans 56", also powered by Orwick 64 on spark ignition. This 
example weighs just 43 oz. with Orwick 64.   Paint scheme is a copy of the model built by JC 
Yates: cream overall with red trim and black stripes.  Don plans to feature this plane in a 
PAMPA Stunt News article.
